Grade point average of at least 3.00 (B average or better)
Chromatic Scale: Practical range of the instrument

Major Scales: C,F,G,Bb, D, Eb, A, Ab, E, B, Db, Gb

Minor Scales: A, D, E, G, C (Natural Minor)

Broken Chords (Arpeggio) and Thirds on the scales listed earlier
Prepared Material: Etude (study) and /or Solo Grade 4 or higher
Sight-reading

Level 111 Band Participation, Minimum Expectations (Ineligible for

scholarship)

e A letter of good standing from the high school director
e Grade point average of at least 2.00 (C average or better)
e Chromatic Scale
e Major Scales: C, F, G, Bb, D, Eb, A, Ab
e Prepared Material: (Pop tunes are unacceptable)
e Sight-reading

Level Il Priority: Minimum tempo for scales, chords, and thirds, eighth note
88.

Level 111 Priority: Minimum tempo for scales, chords and thirds, eighth note
60.

All scales must encompass the practical range of the instrument. Scales must be

tongued ascending and slurred descending.

Percussion Audition Requirements

The student percussionist must perform on at least two of the three percussion
instruments listed: (1) Snare Drum, (2) Mallets, or (3) Timpani.

1. Snare Drum
a. Demonstrate the 40 P.A.S. Rudiments (Rolls, Diddles, Flams, etc.) in an open-
closed-open (slow-fast-slow) fashion and at various dynamic levels.
b. Perform a snare drum solo piece (Rudimental, Concert or Etude).

2. Mallets
a. Demonstrate major scales two octaves ascending and descending.
b. Perform a chromatic scale at least two octaves ascending and descending.
c. A two mallet solo piece or etude.

3. Timpani
a. Demonstrate the ability to tune pitches or intervals.
b. Perform a solo piece or etude.

4. Sight-reading
a. Demonstrate the ability to read at sight on the chosen percussion instruments.
